Drury
When a player opens 1♥/♠ in third seat, a 2♣ bid by partner shows at least 3-card support in opener’s suit in a hand having approximately 10 ‘support’ points.

Dealer’s possible rebids are as follows:

· 2-opening-suit doesn’t promise additional length, it simply shows a [sub-]minimal hand, with no interest in proceeding further.
· 2♦ shows a non-minimal hand with possible interest in game opposite the kind of hand promised by the 2♣ bidder, say 14+ points.

· 3-opening-suit is game-forcing with slam interest

· 4-opening-suit is to play

· 3-other-suit is a game-forcing splinter
